150th anniversary, is especially excit-
ing: we welcome back to St Paul's The
Most Reverend Frank Griswold, XXV
Presiding Bishop, to preside and
preach. Bishop Griswold is already
known to many of you as a great
friend to this parish, and I encourage
you all to attend Solemn Pontifical
Mass that evening at 6:45pm.

The Candlemas Gospel is, of
course, from Luke, with its famous
and beautiful words of the Nunc
Dimittis — but I encourage you to let
your mind wander further, around its
setting and scene. The Temple, of
course, no longer stands, but my
recent time in Jerusalem allowed me
to visualize this vast and cavernous
complex. Forget sedate DC sanctuar-
ies, Jerusalem's Temple was a noisy,
chaotic place: vendors, money lenders,
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clergy chanting, animal sacrifice.
Mary, oseph, and their tiny
c‘hi@r (o I”}lf Ifolrty days old) are just
three faces in an enormous, jostling
crowd.

And yet somehow, amidst the
noise and flickering shadows, these
three catch the sight of two ancient
worshippers: Simeon and Anna able
tp gee Wil qthers could not. They
recgppize ghg tchild they had spent
their lives searching and praying for
— thehwpe snd cofsalaich f Israel.
And so they proclaim: now we can
depart in peace. I can only imagine
their sensitivity and alertness to God's
presence and action: for they see no
mighty warrior, no powerful king, but
a tiny baby in his mother's arms.

Seasoned Anglo-Catholics  will
know that our celebration of this
revelation is  accompanied by
"Candlemas Ceremonies" — for as we
thank God for "the light to lighten the
Gentiles" we carry blessed candles,
shining brightly, around our church in
procession.

I wonder if we ever ponder the
meaning and message of this strange
rite? For it surely demands more than
a cursory reflection on light, darkness,
and illumination. This must be some-
thing more than a moment of beauti-
ful pageantry; but a message to the
world, and a resolution for our own
witness and ministry. For if we light
and process candles, then we commit
ourselves to becoming people who
seek and search for God's light, con-
stantly and expectantly. We commit
ourselves to becoming people of hope:
waiting and longing for God to break
into our lives once again. If nothing
else, it is a decision and choice to live

and dread. Changes abound in both
this country and my land of birth -
welcomed by some; dreaded by others.
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Perhaps this is the heart of Epiphany faith: a willing
to be surprised by God's actions; an openness to firﬁ I ”Oberly
Christ at the most unexpected times, and in forms trdained
stretch our imaginations; a commitment to staying-the

course.

Closer to home, our vestry faces diffi-
cult decisions as they grapple with
financial questions. As we review the
fruits of stewardship season — its joys
and challenges — how does God call
us to use what we receive? How do we
give thanks for abundance, rather
than dwell in scarcity? How do we be a
place of vision, a church that seeks to
live into a future of promise, while
also exercising fiduciary responsibili-
ties, and living happily within our
means? And in the midst of complexi-
ty, challenge and opportunity, where
is Christ revealed? How do we find
and see His presence in this particular
moment?

Perhaps this is the heart of the
"Epiphany question": do we want to
see Christ's revelation? Will we see?
When light shines in darkness do we
gaze into the flame, or blink and look
away? Remember how many threw
down their nets and followed this
man; remember also how many more
rejected him in his own day. An active
rejecting by those who flogged, in-
jured, or killed him, and by crowds
who bayed for his blood. But this man
was rejected by too sheer indifference,
perhaps even by the majority: by those
who heard his call, listened to his
teachings, witnessed his miracles, and
then turned and walked away. I
wonder if they simply could not con-
ceive of the change to their lives and
routines that this kind of following
would entail: the crisis that faith in
Jesus presents.

If we see this man whom Magi
adored, and if we gaze into the mys-
tery of these Epiphany miracles and
teachings, we will be profoundly
changed. If we commit ourselves to
allowing this light to illuminate, we

will be profoundly changed. Not see-
ing can undoubtedly be the convenient
option; spiritual blindness the com-
fortable choice.

In her Epiphany letter Bishop
Budde reminds us that part of the
meaning of "Epiphany" is that experi-
ence of being surprised by a sudden
insight that brings clarity. At the same
time, the epiphany offers no way
around the preceding struggle that
moments of clarity demand. Perhaps
this is the heart of Epiphany faith: a
willingness to be surprised by God's
actions; an openness to finding Christ
at the most unexpected times, and in
forms that stretch our imaginations; a
commitment to staying the course—
which is, of course, what it means to
walk by faith. Above all, a recognition
of the divine presence at all times, in
all things, beneath all things, working
deeply in our nation, parish, and lives.

As our Bishop writes: Keep your
eyes on Jesus, and I will do the same.

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GMC Winter Shelter

In the first week of the New Year,
St Paul’s opened its doors to the resi-
dents of the Georgetown Ministry
Center’s Winter Shelter. This program
provides vulnerable homeless people
the security and shelter of a place to
stay during the cold winter nights,
with a hot meal provided for them
each night by congregants of the ten
churches that host the shelter on
rotation.

After serving dinner to our guests
we sat down to eat with them, and
enjoyed lively conversation! Hearing
that Megan and I are expecting our
first child this summer one resident,
Michael, wanted to share with us what
he had learned about being a parent.
“You can try telling your child what to
do,” he said “but the only way they will
really learn is by following your
example.”

Michael recounted a time he went
roller-skating with his daughter. She
was finding it difficult, preoccupied by
the fear and potential embarrassment
of falling down, and she soon became
despondent. Her father told her the
only way to get any better was to be
prepared to fall over, then to get back
up, and to try again. Seeing her obvi-
ous doubt at his message, he put on
his own skates, steadied himself brief-
ly, then fell over. He got up, and
repeated the process, falling again and
again in increasingly extravagant ways
— much to the amusement of his
daughter. Soon his example made
sense to her, and she started to skate
unembarrassed about falling, knowing
that she could always get up and try
again. Her fear was conquered and,

with particular pride, Michael men-
tioned how he later overheard her tell-
ing her friends the same message he
had given her.

This vignette of parenting advice
seemed to particularly resonate with
how we are called to live out our lives
as the Body of Christ. Actions are the
proof of the meaning of our words,
particularly those actions that are a
pale imitation of the wildly generous
and extravagant love of God, shown
through the gift of His Son. And gen-
erosity does not simply exist in one
direction at the shelter.

As people of a more introverted
disposition, we both approached the
evening with a certain degree of trepi-
dation, anxious about sitting down to
eat with a crowd of people we had nev-
er met, worried over what we would
talk about with them. If the food that
we brought was our gift through
Christ to the residents, the warm wel-
come we received at their table was a
gift to us. Both served to build up
God’s church.

Later that week, at Solemn Mass
for Epiphany, I sat with another of the
guests from the shelter. He had to
leave midway through the service
since dinner was being served up-
stairs, but before he left he put into
my hand money to put into the collec-
tion. There was something profoundly
moving in the fact that someone who
had benefited from the generosity of
our community in the week past want-
ed to offer back so generously from
the little that he had. It is little won-
der, though, that as we bring our gifts
to Christ’s work, the abundance of His
love can transform our acts of gener-
osity into powerful demonstrations of

the Spirit at work in the Church. In a
year when we remember our parish’s
heritage of generosity, and seek to
rededicate ourselves to that mission in
the future, I couldn’t help but find
particular meaning in words that we
sang in the processional hymn at
Epiphany: “As they offered gifts most
rare at that manger rude and bare, so
may we with holy joy, pure and free
from sin’s alloy, all our costliest treas-
ures bring, Christ, to thee, our heaven-
ly King.”

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Processions - Liturgy in the Streets!

In my article, last month, I sug-
gested that our liturgy does not begin
at a particular time, e.g. 11:15, 9:00,
7:45, etc., but rather in the very heart of
God. Worship is intrinsic to the Triune
God and, therefore, is manifest
throughout the creation of the Triune
God. Nonetheless, we Christians do
gather together at particular times and
in particular places for our liturgy. The
act of gathering itself is a liturgical act.
In its most formal sense, we call this
gathering processions.

Of course, processions are not a
particularly Christian liturgical action,
nor even a particularly religious action.
Kings, emperors, and even presidents
have processions of various sorts. In
Scripture, we can think of Joshua and
the Israelites’ processions around the
walls of Jericho, or the processions
through the wilderness with the taber-
nacle. When the temple was built, it
involved many processions.

Christianity also has a rich history
of processions. During the time of
persecution in the early church, public
processions were dangerous. Howev-
er, once Christianity became legal, pro-
cessions became quite popular. Cer-
tain churches in both Rome and Con-
stantinople called “stational
churches” because the people would
literally process through the streets of
the city going from one parish to the
another, ending up at the basilica,
much like we have “stations” at the
font, the Lady Chapel and/or the tran-
sept in the nave of St. Paul’s. Quite
literally, the liturgy took to the streets!

During the Middle Ages, proces-
sions continued to be very popular. In
fact, the feast day of Corpus Christi
was in large part an opportunity for
Roman Catholics to process the Holy
Sacrament through the city. This feast
day continues to be very popular in

were

largely Catholic cultures in Europe and
Latin America. These processions were
harshly criticized by some Protestants
unfortunately.

We continue this rich heritage of
processions at St. Paul’s in different
ways depending upon the particular
mass and feast being celebrated. I
would argue that a procession of some
sort always begins every Mass, even if
it is just a short procession from the
sacristy to the Angel Chapel on week-
day mornings or even just out of the
sacristy door into the sanctuary for the
7:45 Sunday Mass. Then, of course,
we have our processions through the
nave for our major feast days. The
most exciting procession to me, how-
ever, is our Palm Sunday procession,
when we join with our neighbors at St.
Stephen the Martyr Roman Catholic
Church at Washington Circle. We
then process together down Massachu-
setts Avenue with our Roman Catholic
sisters and brothers peeling off as we
arrive at their church, and we continue
to St. Paul’s. I love this particular pro-
cession because we are once again
literally in the streets. I would love to
see more such public processions oc-
curring in which we seek to sanctify
the streets of our city for God’s service!

In addition to this opening proces-
sion, which often gets the most notice,
our liturgy includes three other proces-
sions. The second procession is the
offertory procession in which we bring
our gifts forward to the altar. The
third one is the communion proces-
sion in which we bring ourselves for-
ward to the altar, and the final one is
the procession at the end of mass,
when we leave and return to the world.
I will discuss these processions in
more detail when we discuss these
sections of the Mass.

The act of gathering together as an
assembly is not just about bringing

our faith to the streets, however. It is
also a deeply spiritual act. As we
gather corporately for worship, we
bring with us all of the cares, con-
cerns, and worries of our lives, as well
as the joys, gratitudes, and blessings.
All of our lives come with us to wor-
ship, not just the “spiritual” part. And
with our lives also come the lives of
those whom we love, those with
whom we live and work and play, and
those with whom we disagree and
even hate. Thus, we quite literally
gather all of the world, the entire
cosmos, with us to the liturgy! We
bring our lives before God as a sacri-
fice of praise and thanksgiving, inter-
ceding for those in need, lamenting
over sorrows in our lives, petitioning
God for assistance, offering thanks for
his blessings and simply adoring him
as our Lord and Savior!

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Commission on Mission 2016 Update

The Commission on Mission is
pleased to report that working
through the CoM and our partners in
outreach, St. Paul’s was able to main-
tain its commitments to both domes-
tic and overseas ministries in 2016.

In the immediate DC area St.
Paul’s has successfully operated Grate
Patrol throughout the year, providing
over 18,000 nutritious breakfasts to
people living on the streets of the
West End and downtown Washing-
ton. Grate Patrol remains the
parish’s single largest outreach activi-
ty in terms both of volunteers needed
and cost. While the labor required
comes entirely from volunteers, pur-
chasing the food and paper goods we
use costs over $2000 per month. In
addition to funding from the parish
operating budget, we received both
individual donations and a $5000
grant from the International Mone-
tary Fund in 2016. The IMF, howev-
er, has adopted a new policy barring
current grantees from applying for
further assistance for three calendar
years. This will be pose challenges
for us in the coming years. Parish-
ioners also responded generously to
our request for donations of toiletries
which were distributed to our Grate
Patrol recipients at Christmas.

St. Paul’s supplemented the gen-
erous bequests received from James
Kiefer’s family for the Bishop Walker
School, sending BWS two donations
totaling $8500 and an additional
$1000 gift for the purchase of library
materials (the last of these included
designated donations parishioners
made in response to our “back to
school at BWS” request). We also
collected in-kind s chool

St. Paul’'s hosted the Georgetown
Ministry Center's Winter Shelter in
January and provided GMC a dona-
tion of $4000. GMC remains an im-
portant resource for parish clergy in
responding to requests for assistance
for people in need. Stocks of non-
perishable food items have been col-
lected for the Foggy Bottom Food
Pantry.

Overseas, we also provided
$4000 (including a number of me-
morial gifts given in honor of Bill
Ryon) to St. Mary’s Convent in
Luwinga, Malawi. Mother Miriam
visited the parish at Pentecost and
updated us on current activities and
needs at the Convent.

pressed by the vision and leadership of
the School’s Director, and saw the
many improvements to the school’s
infrastructure the parish has funded
over the past decade. The school pro-
vides an academically rigorous educa-
tion to 350 students, K-12, and was a
pioneer in mainstreaming blind and
visually impaired children in regular
classes. The school is co-educational,
and enrolls both Muslim and Chris-
tian students who learn lessons of mu-
tual respect and understanding in ad-
dition to academics.

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We sent a $4000 donation to al-
Ahli Arab Hospital in Gaza, a priority
for the Episcopal Diocese of Jerusa-
lem. Al-Ahli continues to provide
vitally needed medical care to all in
need, irrespective of religion, ethnici-
ty or ability to pay. Some 1.5 million
people live in Gaza under extremely
difficult and dangerous conditions.

We made a $4000 donation to
Saviour School in Zarka, Jordan,
including the proceeds of a fundraiser

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December Vestry Report

The Vestry held its regular
monthly meeting on Tuesday,
December 20. Three delegates were
chosen to represent St. Paul’s at the
Diocesan Convention in 20I17—
John Stowe, Steven Chlapecka, and
Charles Zakaib. The three alternates
will Dbe Jeanne Smith, Patrick
White, and Jack Raffetto.

In the Rector’s report, Fr.
Richard said that he is now in the
process of interviewing prospective
seminarians. He also commented
on the future possibilities for in-
cluding female honorary assistant
priests and seminarians. His search
for the new Music Director is in
progress.

Katherine Britton gave the
Treasurer’s Report, saying that
while budget for 2016 pledges is on
track, plate giving was down by
$20,000. Contributions  from
Lessons and Carols were slightly
less than last year.

In Chris Mixter's Buildings
and Grounds report, he said that
the committee is planning to make
modest modifications to the base-
ment apartment in Carwithen
House to bring it up to D.C. code.
Other uses for rooms in Carwithen
house — including renting space
for meetings and storage — are
under consideration. Replacement
of the sacristy roof has been com-
pleted. The Committee is deferring
a recommendation on a building
reserve study until the parish's 2017
finances become clearer. The com-
mittee continues to explore the
feasibility of installing solar panels
on the roof of the sacristy.

Preston Winter gave the
Stewardship report. As of the pre-
vious Wednesday, 133 pledges had

been  made,
totaling
$496,000. At
this time last
year, 200 pledges had been made,
leaving about 70 people who have yet
to submit their pledges. The wardens
or treasurer will reach out to parish-
ioners who have not pledged in
January. The Rector and Vestry will
prepare a list of cuts to ministries and
the service schedule in the event that
the budget needs to be reduced, but
have pledged not to make any further
cuts to mission.

The Vestry decided their January
meeting would be devoted to church
finances, especially the 2017 budget
and report from the finance commit-
tee about establishing a general
endowment. Until a new budget is
passed, the Vestry approved a continu-
ing resolution to fund all church
activities at current levels.
